No Jab, No Play legislation change

On 27 February 2018, the ‘No Jab, No Play’ legislation was amended to
make an Immunisation History Statement from the Australian
Immunisation Register (AIR), the only form of documentation accepted
for the purposes of confirming enrolment for a child in an early
childhood education and care service.

Immunisation — why you should

By law, a child must have an Immunisation History Statement from the Australian Immunisation
Register (AIR) to enrol in primary school.

Children starting school are exposed to a large number of people and a range of potentially
dangerous diseases. Immunisation is a proven and safe way to protect children against diseases
that cause serious illness and sometimes death.

Enrolling in primary school is a good time to check that a child’s vaccinations are up to date.

Immunisation History Statements

An Immunisation History Statement from the AIR is a statement showing the vaccinations a child
has received.

By law, an Immunisation History Statement from the AIR must be provided to the primary school
when enrolling a child, even if it shows that the child has not received any vaccinations.

The school keeps a copy of the Immunisation History Statement so that, if there is a disease
outbreak, unvaccinated children can be quickly identified and excluded from school until the risk
of infection has passed.

If the Immunisation History Statement from the AIR is not provided to the school, a child may be
excluded from school during a disease outbreak because their immunisation status is unknown.

Homeonbathic treatment is not a leaallv recoanised form of immunisation.

Every Victorian child should have access to the world of learning opportunities that exist
beyond the classroom. The Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund helps ensure that no student
will miss out on the opportunity to join their classmates for important, educational and fun
activities. It is part of making Victoria the Education State and the Government's
commitment to breaking the link between a student’s background and their outcomes.

CAMPS, SPORTS & EXCURSIONS
FUND (CSEF)

School camps provide children with inspiring experiences in the great
outdoors, excursions encourage a deeper understanding of how the
world works and sports teach teamwaork, discipline and leadership. All
are part of a healthy curriculum.

CSEF is provided by the Wictorian Government to assist eligible families
to cover the costs of school trips, camps and sporting activities.

If you hold a valid means-tested concession card or are a temporary
foster parent, you may be eligible for CSEF. A special consideration
category also exists for asylum seeker and refugee families. The
allowance is paid to the school to use towards expenses relating to
camps, excursions or sporting activities for the benefit of your child.

The annual CSEF amount per student is:
« %125 for primary school students

« 5225 for secondary school students

# new student enrolments; your child has
started or changed schools in 2018 or you
did not apply In 2017,

# changed family circumstances; such as a
change of custody, change of name,
concession card number, or new siblings
commencing at the school in 2018,
