Hi Everyone

Parent Opinion Survey

Each year the Department of Education and Training
conduct three surveys to gather data that schools
use to check on their progress. All students in years
4,5 and 6 have already participated in the Student
Attitudes to School Survey and we are at present di-
gesting the aggregated responses.

In a fortnightos time all/l
online and respond to the Staff Survey. The above
two surveys are applied to the whole group con-
cerned. We usually get above 95% respond which
again makes the information quite accurate.

A random survey of 15% of all families is sent out for
parents to give their views on how the school is or-
ganised and run. Provided a very high percentage of
families respond the information gained from this

random sample technique is very accurate, and the
information gained from the Parent Opinion Survey
would be very useful.

In the past, Montrose has enjoyed very high percent-
age rate of response. Strangely, this year only 30% of
those families sent the link to the survey have en-
tered their responses. Can | ask you to trawl back
through your emails to find that link a play a part in
guiding our work in the year ahead?
